He
has clinical and research expertise in early psychosis and leads a program of research preventing mental disorders in
children and youth.

A/Prof Scott is supporting the Australian Genetics of Bipolar Disorder Study — a ground-breaking international
collaboration exploring the genetic risk factors associated with the illness, and how genes influence one’s response to
treatment.
